WHEREAS, solely in an effort to resolve the parties’ dispute as to the Student’s
educational needs and programming, the District agreed to make referrals to a number of
programs; and

WHEREAS, the Parent/Student visited and selected || GcG__

I (the School”) at this time after

visiting some of the therapeutic day programs; and

WHEREAS, this Agreement is entered into by the parties in full settiement of any
and all claims that the parties have asserted or may assert against one another concerning
the provision of regular education, special education, related services, extended school
year services and compensatory services for the Student to the date of this Agreement;
and

WHEREAS, the parties desire to resolve any dispute regarding the Student’s
educational placement expeditiously and economically, without the time and cost of
litigation; and

NOW THEREFORE in full consideration of the mutual promises set forth herein,
the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as
follows:

agrees to pay 100% of the tuition for the Student’s placement at the School at
the applicable public tuition rate as established by the Massachusetts Operational
Services Division (OSD) for the Student’s placement at the School. Said tuition
shall be paid by the District directly to the School pursuant to terms agreed upon
by the School and the District in a separate contract as required by the
Massachusetts Department of Elementary and Secondary Schools (DESE). The
District agrees to provide said funding for the Student’s placement at the School
for the period specified in this paragraph so long as the Student 1. Continues to be
accepted by the School and participates in special education and related services
as specified [ 1EP and otherwise remains in good standing as a student at the
School for the above-mentioned periods, 2.
